for Teachers.

I herewith enclose a copy of a project,which I have had the

hopour of submitting to His Excellency,Dr.A.C.Millspaugh,at the same

time,l have the honour to appesl to Your Excellency,not only in Your

~ capecity as the British Minister,but as well as am Inglish Gentleman
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who does perfectly well appreciate the neccessity of public education
for every nation,as the only means of attaining higher ideals of
humanity and as the basis of & correct universal civildsation and the
gene-ral amelioration of the social conditions of people,not to re-
fuse Your kind co-operation in this cause and to say a kind word with
regard to this matter to His Excellency Dr.Millspaugh.
